5. A high school un-weighted grade point average of 2.8 or higher (after the 2" term update).

6. Officially complete and have submitted them on the school computer system a minimum of
ten community service hours.

7. Submit application to HGHS PTSA, no later than February 1%, 2012.
8. No more than five unexcused absences, unexcused tardiness, early dismissals from school.

9. No suspensions (includes indoor, outdoor, and alternative to suspensions) in the last two (2)
years.

Additional Documents Required

1. Two personal reference letters (one from a current teacher and one from an Academy-
related source/ Academy teacher).

2. Atyped essay (250 words minimum, double-spaced, 1 inch margin, Times New Roman, font
size 12). Student ID must be printed as a header in the upper right corner. Do NOT put your
name.
